To obtain a preliminary driving license: - education like that
for a normal driving license - driver is only allowed to drive
when accompanied by a listed person (subject to specified

requirements)

Description

Young drivers (under 21 years old) and drivers within their
probation periods are not allowed to drink any alcohol when
driving. Young drivers are particularly susceptible to the
problem of the combination of drinking while partying and
driving; a high rate of young drivers have accidents caused
by drinking and driving.

Young drivers with a low alcohol level already have a highly
increased accident risk. Because of this, a zero-alcohol
policy for novice drivers was introduced.
