Citizen Participation in Transportation Planning in Machida City
Shinichi MAKISHIMA

This is a record of citizen participation in transportation-related planning for the
central business district of Machida, one of the cities that make up the Tokyo Metro-
politian region. Over a period of roughly two years beginning in January 1969, the
author become actively involved in a civic program for the development of Machida’s
central business district and in a model city transportation program. Both of these pro-
grams were under the auspices of the Machida Citizen’s Planning Office for Urban
Renewal and Development, an organization originally set up to seek solution to the
problems posed by the change in the location of the city’s train station and the decline
of Machida’s shopping district. The development of plans for the central business dis-
trict, the creation of no-car pedestrian zones, construction of a large public parking area,
as well as an experiment involving a shopper’s bus service are all discussed. This report
also treats the problems that aroused in the implemenation of such transportation-

related planning as well as the question of how field work in social planning should be
conducted.
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
