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The Comparison of Road Transport Industries between the States and Japan
— Characteristics and Evaluation of Truck Freight Transport Industry —

There seems to be a great difference in road transport industries between the States
and Japan, although the laws regulating them are basically similar to each other. Maybe
the difference results not only from a discrepancy in social and geographical conditions
but also in the maturity of road transport business. The road transport industry of the
States has allowed the establishment of an efficient system of charges and service in the
movement of goods. Whereas the system in Japan has been lacking such capacity. It is
expected, therefore, that the Japanese road transport industry will undergo structural

and institutional changes.
